Thanks! Bye!
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02: My first Pokémon and Badge

In my journey to Pallet Town, I met my first pokémon – a Cubone.

Me
Pichu, Tackle!

It weakened Cubone, and as I threw the Pokéball, the Pokédex revealed some info…
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“A Lonely Pokémon. Being of ground-type, it won't even dent flying-types. Cubone use the bones of other Pokémon to fashion crude weapons and armor, including clubs and boomerangs that they wield with deadly efficiency. Because it never removes its skull helmet, no one has ever seen this Pokémon's real face.” 

I caught Cubone! As I went in Pallet Town, I healed Pichu and Cubone and went to the Gym. The Gym Master was a specialist in Grass/Poison Pokémon.

Gym #1
Are you ready?

Me
You bet, go Pichu!

Gym #1
I choose you, Tangela!
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Tangela gave only 17 damage to Pichu, and Tangela fainted after Pichu’s Emelec attack. Pichu grew to Level 7, and I decided to let him rest and sent out Cubone against Weepinbell.

Me
Cubone, Bone Club attack!

Gym#1
Weepinbell, razor leaf!

Cubone began his attack and threw back all the leaves with his club. Then, he hit Weepinbell, and won!

Gym#1
Here’s your poison badge,  Mark!

The badge looked like a Green and Purple leaf with spots.

Gym#1
When you go to Kikyou you’ll encounter Poison pokémon. Give them this TM. TM14 will teach them Poison Sting. This attack will poison pokémon and their HP will gradually decrease. Good Luck!

 03: A call for the Gear + Badge 2

As I headed out of Pallet Gym, and went in the PokéCenter, nurse Joy informed me of a telephone call by Prof. Almand. I went to reply and he said that he sent a helper of his to give me the PokéGear at the Kikyou gym. As I went I remembered Gym#1’s advice to look for Poison pokémon and I saw Oddish! I attacked with Pichu and caught him. I also found Caterpie and soon, he was in a Pokéball. The pokédex revealed more info about these 2 pokémon…

“A Weed Pokémon. Oddish is, well, odd. During the day, it keeps its face buried in the ground. At night, it wanders around sowing its seeds. It likes first to Poison or Stun its opponents before it drains their energy with its Absorb attack. Uses some attacks such as Bash. Also uses Poison Vein to attack its enemies. At higher levels, this pokémon has many special abilities. Its Petal Dance hurts and confuses other pokémon. Oddish uses Solar Beam to increase its own energy on its first turn so it can have an extra powerful attack on its second turn. When Oddish evolves into Gloom it is advised to duplicate the pokémon in a machine so that they can be evolved into Vileplume (Leaf Stone) and into Kirehana (Solar Stone).”

“Caterpie is a Worm Pokémon. A common, easy to catch, fast evolving Pokémon. This sweet little pokémon is a lot like a caterpillar. Uses normal attacks as well as summoning insects. These insects will come its aid, biting as their attack. Its short feet are tipped with suction pads that enable it to climb slopes and walls tirelessly. Its String Shot slows down Caterpie's enemies.” 
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I gave Oddish the TM that Gym#1 had given me to teach it Poison Sting, and set off to cure my pokémon and to the 2nd Gym. At the PokéCenter, I left Togepi’s Egg for examination, and was advvised to leave Pichu out of a Pokéball, as when it will evolve it will hate it. I set off to the Gym of Birds where I picked up my PokéGear (a mobilephone, a radio and other stuff). 

Gym#2
Go, Pidgey!

Cubone defeated Pidgey, and Pichu went wirth Pidgeot with Oddish’s help. But…

Gym#2
Go, Spearow!

My only choice was…

Me

Go, Caterpie!

Caterpie used Stunspore on Spearow and began using Tackle. By the time Spearow recovered, he was knocked out! I won again! And Caterpie Evolved in Metapod!

Gym#2
Good, you may have the Bird Badge and HM02. Teach it to a bird pokémon and you will be abe to fly! I went to the PokéCenter, and Joy gave me my egg. Joy

It will hatch soon, so be careful!

I thanked Joy and went out of the PokéCenter and into the passage between Kikyou and the GameCenter. 

04: The Game Center
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I caught a Pidgey in the forest  and thought it how to fly. The Pokédex began its informative display…

“A Tiny Bird Pokémon. A common sight in forests and woods. It is also the gentlest and easiest bird to capture. Uses its wings to collect air and direct it towards its enemy. When it flaps its wings at ground level, it can kick up blinding sand. Its Gust power creates tornadoes. Capturing a Pidgey is a good test of a beginning trainer's battle techniques.”

I entered the GameCenter and bought 15 PokéBalls. Then the 3rd gym leader said:

Gym#3
Before we battle, why don’t you check your pokémon levels with this level machine? 

I did as he said and this list was printed…

Mark’s pokémon
Pichu Level 9

Cubone Level 8

Oddish Level 8

Metapod Level 9 (evolved from Caterpie)

Pidgey Level 7

togepi Level 5

I was astounted. As soon as I read”Togepi, Level 5” the egg hatched. I was the owner of Togepi! Then, Gym#3 asked for my badge battle. I accepted.

Gym#3

The battle will be simple. Just defeat the high score of 1000 in Pokémon Pinball Yellow Version and you will have the badge. My highscore was over 20000. He gave me the badge and I went to Celadon City with the HiScore GameBadge! He said

Gym#3

You are indeed good with games and pokémon. Here, all your pokemon will go up 1 level with my prize – the VeryRare Candy!

Me

Thanks, you are very kind. Bye!
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05: Help Celadon City!
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 As I was entering Celadon I met my rival – Gary. He had 6 pokémon too, and he had chosen Psyduck. His egg contained Igglybuff. I prepared to battle but he looked scared and ran away. Why? Then I saw the problem. In front of the Psychic Gym, there was a giant horrible-smelling Muk. It was releasing lots of toxic waste and was headed towards the city core. (A city is indestructable, and when the city core is damaged, the city will fall). I ran towards him and wondered what to do. I chose Cubone, and began attacking Muk. He got weaker, but before he could faint I threw a PokéBall. I didn’t catch him, but I tried again and I succeeded. My pokédex gave me Muk’s info: 

“A Sludge Pokémon. Once Grimer evolves into Muk, it will benefit from a drastically increased attack, as well as moves like acid armor. Its size and smell are three times bigger. Thickly covered with a filthy, vile sludge. It is so toxic, even its footprints contain poison. It uses the same basic attacks as Grimer.”
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 Then my phone rang and it was Prof. Almand. He said that I could not hold more than 10 pokémon, so he would keep the rest. If I wanted to exchange the pokémon, I had to press a button on the Pokédex and the exchange would take place. Celadon’s peole congratulated themselves with me and Gym#4 wanted to give me the Psychic badge but I insisted to fight for it.

Gym#4

You have shown respect to 1 of the 7 badges. Your will to fight shall be granted. In return… the Psychic badge! Go, Abra!

Me


Go… Metapod!
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I couldn’t wait for Metapod’s next evolution, so I decided to battle with his Tackle attack. As soon as he was 3 hp, he koed Abra and evolved into Butterfree! I was so happy! But now I had to train my Pichu so I retreated my new Pokémon and sent Pichu. Pichu attacked Exeggutor extremely well and went up 2 levels! That was all!

Gym#4

You have won Mark, and earned the Psybadge. Congratulations. Oh, use this for your Butterfree. It is TM36 and will teach it Psychic. Use it now and prepare to go even further in your voyage to catch all the pokémon!! Good luck!

I taught Psychic to Butterfree and set off to my next destination… Vermilion Port!

06: The Fish Port
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Vermilion Port is named the “Fish Port” because of the fish gym found there. I entered the gym with Pichu, and I met the gymleader. He asked for a battle and I accepted.

Gym#5
The power of fish pokémon is great, and you will suffer under our reign! Go, Goldeen!

Me

Go, Pichu!

Pichu made toast of Goldeen, Seaking and Magikarp. I had won the battle again!! 
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Gym#5
Well, maybe my pokémon are too weak… but I will train them or else I sell be sent out of the gym… Oh, sure have this… HM 03 for Surf and a Good Rod. Also here is … the FishBadge!

I now had to reach the S.S Anne ship, which was barely visible on 1 of my pokémon. I fished for a pokémon and found Staryu. I caught it, and taught it Surf. My pokédex as usual unleashed info about Staryu:

“A Starshape Pokémon. Found in the southern waterways near Cinnabar and Seafoam Islands. Use Water Stone to evolve. Staryu have no jointed limbs to speak of, so they use their psychic powers to move themselves around. These rare Pokémon also employ Minimize power to evade attack. It can easily regrow any of the starry points it looses in battle.”

 I used it to go to the ship… my next destination.   

07: Time Trial on the SS Anne
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Winning the Shipbadge is a bit difficult on a ship… You have to win before the ship reaches the destination. I went in the captain’s cabin near the pool(Gym#6) and asked for a battle. He agreed:

Gym#6

Anchors away, go Lapras!

I sent Muk against Lapras, and when he sent Starmie I chose Butterfree. That way I earned the Transportation Badge.

Gym#6

Your speed powers are excellent. Here’s TM 23 – Quick attack for a Slow pokémon. He will attack quicker. And of course we have almost reached Kogane City. Go there now to win the 7th badge!

08: The Last Badge

I rested my pokémon at a PokéCenter and decided to get my final badge – the fire badge. I entered the gym and was put before a quiz I had to answer before the final badge could be battled for…

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I chose the answers in this way (the green ones) and battled Gym#7.
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Gym#7

Hmm… good, go Arcanine!

I chose Staryu to defeat all of them.. Arcanine, Flareon and Vulpix. 

Gym#7

So you are going to the GrandFight? Then use this badge to get in: this is the firebadge. And take this – HM 08 – FireMelt to melt iron in your way. You will use it in the second map only. Good luck!

09: The Grand Fight against Gary
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Grand fights are always held against your rival, the winner will get a pokémon, and both will have access to other maps. In my case, I had to fight Gary. These were the pokémon:

Cubone Level 13

Oddish Level 17

Butterfree Level 12

Pidgey Level 16

togepi Level 14

Staryu level 13
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Muk Level 43

Against…

Psyduck level 19

igglybuff level 18

Seadra level 26 

It was a very easy grand fight, which ended up with…

Pikachu Level 21 

Cubone Level 20

Gloom Level 23 

Butterfree Level 16

Pidgeotto Level 19
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togepi Level 17

Staryu level 19

Muk Level 47

I went up lots of levels and my Pichu and Oddish evolved into Pikachu and Gloom. Gary had only raised his pokémon’s levels, so I won!! The owners took me to the duplicating Machine to duplicate Gloom, and they also gave me a pokémon: Charmandar! Then they gave me 3 items of my choice: Solar Stone, Leaf Stone and Belt. I equipped the belt to Togepi, and gave the stones to my Glooms, who evolved into Vileplume (Leaf) and Kirehana (Solar). I gave Charmandar the HM 08, and the pokédex gave me some info on Charmandar: 

“A Lizard Pokémon. The cute lizard-like Charmander is one of the Pokémon that Professor Oak often offers to new trainers. It has more attack power than Bulbasaur or Squirtle. And once it has lots of experience, it becomes impossible to beat; even against water pokémon. Obviously prefers hot places. When it rains, it is said that steam is to spot from the tip of its tail. It is also said that if the flame on its tail was to go out, it would die. With their flaming tail, Charmander are tough Pokémon to handle, even for a skilled trainer. Starting training with a Charmander can be difficult, but if you can harness its power, the effort will pay off in early battles.”

I thanked the Grand Fight owners and they gave me and Gary the next Town Map. They told Gary to put in more effort and congratulated me.
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10: Gary makes a decision

Owners

Well, now that you each have 7 badges, go on to the next map. There, get the other 7 badges, and enter the 2nd Grand Fight. From there, go on to Colorful Plateau, and there become PokéMasters. Then, get the 3rd and last pokémon (Bulbasaur, you get Squirtle in the 2nd Grand Fight) and then go on to the next PokéWorld. There, get the Master Balls (2) and try to catch Mew and Mewtwo. Finding the 5 legendary birds and 3 dogs is worthy of a PokéMaster. Find Serebi in the Time Swamps, and then you can call yourselves PokéMaster of all time. You will need: Charmandar, Squrtle, Bulbasaur, Mew, Mewtwo, Serebi, Zapdos, Moltres, Articuno, Ho-oh, Lugia, Entei, Suicune and Raikou. From now on, you can hold up to 20 pokémon each instead of 10. Now, Mark, do you wish to deposit a pokémon?

Me


Yes, I’d like to deposit Muk, for he is weak. To be strong he has to be evolved from Grimer. But at the farm I will breed him for Grimer. Go, Muk!

Gary


Hmph… Deposit… No!!! I won’t try to win the badges for a PokéMaster…

<At that moment the videophone rang.  It was Prof Almand.

Prof


Gary, I’m disappointed, but now, you will become PokéMaster only if you train harder.

Gary


I was saying that I am going to join Team Rocket!!! Then, I will become the best rival, and steal the badges. I won’t be your rival, Mark, but the rival of the whole world!!!

Prof, Me, Owners
Gary, no!

Gary


Team Rocket, I’m coming!

With that, Gary disppeared and joined Team Rocket. But my quest will be to continue for PokéMasterLeague.

11: Road to Grass Plains!

Asagi is also called Grass Plains because of the bugs that have taken control of the gym. The people there love bug pokémon and so, the gym leader battles with bugs!! Anyway, I was now with these pokémon:

Pikachu Level 21 

Cubone Level 20

Vileplume Level 23 (Deposited)

kirehana Level 23 (deposited) 

Butterfree Level 16 (deposited)

Pidgeotto Level 19

togepi Level 17

Staryu level 19

Charmandar Level 10

Muk Level 47 (deposited)
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I had also deposited Vileplume, Kirehana and Butterfree as  I wanted to catch and train all the pokémon. I healed everyone at a PokéCenter and went to the Asagi Gym, Gym#8.

Gym#8

So, you have passed a grand fight. Well, good luck, for I have pity on no-one. Go… Butterfree!

Me


Go Togepi! Use Metronome attack!

Butterfree was knocked out. Togepi went up 1 level and the belt he had disappeared. Togepi evolved in Togechikku!
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Gym#3

Good… Go Beedrill, Twineedle Attack!

Me


Go Charmandar… IronMelt attack!

I decided to reinforce Charmandar, so with his IronMelt attack he knocked out Beedrill, Kakuna and Yanyanma.  

Gym#3

Hmmm… Good, good… Ok, here is your BugBadge… and TM45. This TM consists of Twin Missile attack. Teach it to a fully-evolved Bug Pokémon like Beedrill. Good luck on your quest!

So I set off with badge 8/14 knowing that not even half of the badges are still out there.

12: A new pokémon... called Weedle
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In Pewter there was something different from the other cities. Pokémon were caught by trading there, and as I made my way to the PokéCenter, I found a boy called Lad, who wanted a Muk for a Weedle. I accepted as Weedles are very rare pokémon, so I went to the PC with him and threw Muk. He then gave me a Weedle, and as he did, the Pokédex began to talk…

“ A Hairy Bug Pokémon. While most Pokémon belong to a single category or type, Weedle feature the combined characteristics of a Bug-type and Poison-type Pokémon. Often found in forests, eating leaves. A common, easy to catch, fast evolving Pokémon. Like Caterpie, he is also in the shape of a caterpillar. It has a sharp venomous stinger on its head. Weedle uses his spiked body to leap onto enemies and give them a sharp pain. Weedle have only two attack strategies, but their sting is poisonous and their String-Shot attack can temporarily reduce an enemy's speed. Be careful if you choose a Weedle as a pet. If traded in Pewter City, Weedle counts as 2 pokémon as it evolves in Kakuna immediately.”
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On hearing this, I saw my Weedle evolve in Kakuna. It was really nice having a pokémon evolve as soon as he is yours. Lad disappeared and as he did so, I cured my pokémon. Kakuna Level 9 had Poison Shot, String Shot and Harden as attacks. I went to Pewter Gym, the Gym of Normal pokémon.

Gym#9

Normal pokémon are the best, so prepare to faint! Go, Jigglypuff!!

I sent Kakuna, who didn’t sleep with Jigglypuff’s sing attack. I used String shot and Poison sting to hurt Jigglypuff, and I retreatede Kakuna. I sent Pikachu, who made short work of Jigglypuff. Kakuna went up 2 levels and went out of the PokéBall to evolve!! Beedrill learnt TM45, Twin Missile and finally Pikachu learnt Thunder! Gym#9 explained that his other pokémon were being healed so I won the Normal badge and went off to the Farm.

13: A new friend + MilkTanks
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As I was going to the Farm, I met another person, Keith – a trainer like me who had gotten 9 badges like me. We became friends soon enough, and he said he was a bit disappointed because he hadn’t got his favourite pokémon yet – a Cubone. I gave him mine, who would soon evolve. He thanked me and we continued our journey together. We arrived at the Farm Gym, Gym#10. They fought ONLY with Milktanks, and both Keith and I had an easy victory…

Gym#10

Go, Milktank!

Me


Pidgeotto, go!

The 5 Milktanks were knocked out immediately by Pidgeotto who gained experience and gre up to Level 21. Keith also won the battle, and we were both presented with the FarmBadge and TM01 – Body Slam

Gym#10

To destroy your oppentents with a powerful Slam, use Body Slam!

Now, we both went to Lavender and we talked about our rivals. I said Gary had joined Team Rocket after he lost the Grand Fight, and Keith said his rival had given up when Keith won the Grand Fight. Well, off to Lavender – Town of Ghosts!

14: Beware of the Ghosts!

Lavender Town was once a cemetery, but then, the people adopted most of the ghosts and so, the gym of Lavender is… Ghost Tower!!

We went to heal our pokémon at a PokéCenter, and set off to the Tower. I caught a Gastly, while Keith caught an Annon. We were both happy with these pokémon, and we went (one-by-one) to defeat Gym#11!
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Gym#11

You wish to beat my ghosts? Well let’s see, Mark. I have heard about you… Go, Haunter!

Me


Go, Pikachu!!! 
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With a shout of Pi-kaaaaa-chuuuuuuuuuuuuu!!!, Pikachu knocked out Haunter and Gengar. I had won the ghost badge! Keith won too, and the prize TM was TM 37, Ghost’s Song. It is like Jigglypuff Lullaby, but with the nightmare effect, this attack coud easily knock out any pokémon. I taught it to Gastly and viewed my PokéStatus…

Pidgeotto Level 23

togechikku Level 19

Staryu level 19

Gastly level 20

Charmandar Level 13

Muk Level 47 (deposited)
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Vileplume Level 23 (Deposited)

kirehana Level 23 (deposited) 

Butterfree Level 16 (deposited)

Then, the Pokédex began its information lecture on Gastly:

“A Gas Pokémon. One of very few ghost-type Pokémon. Normal and Fighting attacks won't even hit Gastly; they'll just pass through it's transparent ghost-like body. Almost invisible, this gaseous Pokémon cloaks the target and puts it to sleep without notice. No Pokémon have an advantage over these ghost-like Pokémon, making them valuable assets to a Pokémon collection.”

  After winning the badge, Keith and I set off to Choji City, our next destination.

15: Team Rocket member #402 (Gary)

On our way to Choji, we met… Gary.

Me


Gary!! Have you seriously entered Team Rocket??
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Gary


I am not Gary. I am now called Team Rocket member #402 (TRM#402). I have come here to meet you, Mark. Hand over your badges!!! Or fight. I have released all my pokémon, and have new ones. Meet: Trpokémon#103, Trpokémon#386 and Trpokémon#205. Also meet #262, 745 and 360. All at level 30.

Me


I’ll battle. Pikachu, go!!
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Those strange numbers turned out to be Weezing, Arbok, Clefable, Persian, Arcanine and Victreebell. Well, Pikachu knocked out all of them! Amazing, no? So then, Gary went away and Keith and I resumed our voyage to Choji.   

16: The Steel of Choji

As Choji is so near to Iron Pass, Steel pokémon are found in this City. So… let the battle, begin!

Gym#12

So, steel is my passion and yours? Go, Steelix!

Me


I have different types, for example, against Steelix… Go, Charmandar, Iron Melt Attack!!!

The gymleader had only Steelix so both Keith and I got the badge and no TM ((). Well, we did get HM 04 – Strength, to push stone blocks… and I taught it to… Pikachu. On to Steel Pass!

17: The Stone of Speech

As we passed through the Pass (using Charmandar’s SteelMelt) I found a strange stone. My Pokédex said, “The Stone of Speech grants any pokémon the ability to speak!” Great! I taught all my pokémon how to speak, and then Keith taught his’s as well. We continued through, but then we saw a strange Steel-Bird pokémon. My Pokédex replied, “Steelton, the 6th God Pokémon is very powerful and considered a legend.” The pokémon talked and said, “Beat my Steelix (Level 97) and I shall give you thepower to catch me. Prove yourself to Steelton! His Steelix was beat by Charmandar (Mine), and Magmar (Keith’s). Steelix fainted after a bit and Steelton talked a bit, “Hmmm, here are 2 scepters for you. These store your pokémon and you can heal them by just tapping with the gem on the pokémon. And here’s the Hard Stone. When you find Ho-oh, hold up the Hard Stone to battle him. Gaining all of the Stones is necessary for your quest. Now, young trainers, please launch the scepter (Gruwmer) on me to catch me.” The light from the gem went on Steelton and he entered the Gruwmer. I had Steelton. Then Keith congratulated me. We proceeded to the Pass Gym (#14), and I chose Steelton to win. I proudly took the Pass Badge, and Keith won his too. Now, it was time to go to Cerulean, where I would earn my last badge!

18: End of Badges, Beginning of Collection!

The Cerulean Gym was (as expected) the hardest. We healed our pokémon with the Gruwmer, and prepared to meet the Gym of Rocity (Cross breed of Rock and Electricity) pokémon. I used my Charmandar, but he began to glow and evolved in Charmeleon! “Charmeleon, IronMelt!”

“Geochu, Rock Zap!” (Geochu was a full Geodude with Pika’s tail and ears)

“Charmeleon use Slash followed by Flamethrower!”

“Geochu, return! Go, Ondos!” (Ondos was an Onix with Zapdos’ wings)

“Charmeleon, use Slash and Iron Melt!”

“No! Ondos!”

I earned the last badge, and Keith too. Now, on to the Grand Fight, and then, to our quest in Colorful Plateau!
